Hi,

1. My name is Shaista and I am from the Faculty of Education and Social Work of the University of Sydney.
2. Today I am going to present the combined work of David Ashe and myself. David and I are PhD students at the CoCo research centre of the university of Sydney and this conceptual paper belongs to the PhD studies of both of us.
3. The topic of my today’s presentation is Unpacking TPACK and Student’s approaches to learning: Applying knowledge in pieces to higher education teaching and learning.
4. I will just briefly describe the outline of my presentation today. The presentation first highlights two theoretical frameworks; TPACK and the knowledge in pieces and then it draws attention to applying the knowledge in pieces to (again two aspects) “teaching and learning” in higher education. 
5. First of all I would like to explain TPACK and the knowledge in pieces for those of you who may not have come across with these concepts before. 
6. If you look at this image, you will find a human mind……. We can say that this is the mind of a teacher who is full of several activities such as ________, _______, _______ and _________ etc. and many other activities too. These all activities require teachers’ to have a strong knowledge base to perform such activities more effectively.

7. What can be the areas in which a teacher should have a strong knowledge base and the researchers have been emphasizing on different areas including content, pedagogy, curriculum, classroom and managements etc. TPACK is a also one of those knowledge areas. It is a n emergent form of teachers’ knowledge that goes beyond, all three components such as content, pedagogy and technology. TPACK was first introduced by Punya Mishra and Matthew Koehler from MSU.

8. Since the introduction of TPACK different research studies have been conducted on explaining TPACK and these all studies share a common view that TPACK is a combination of content, pedagogy and technology and it requires from teachers an understanding of which content can be taught using which pedagogy and which technology.
9. Still there is confusion and lack of understanding that how these knowledge areas be combined together.
10. In this conceptual paper we propose a strategy to answer this question and this strategy is viewing TPACK from the knowledge in pieces perspective. So I will just quickly define what KiP is and how it can help answering this question.

11. KiP is a theoretical framework on the nature of knowledge and knowing. There are many different views of understanding the nature of knowledge on how it is acquired, stored and retrieved. For example one is Schema theory that considers knowledge as stable and coherent states. Human beings apply these stable structures across all the contexts.

12. The Kip view does not agree with this idea and rather than considering knowledge as stable and coherent structures, it considers knowledge as made up of small elements which activate or do not activate in relevancy to the context.

So considering all three domains of content, pedagogy and technology as made up of small elements help teachers have a better understanding of how they can combines these knowledge areas together in relevancy to the context.
